Siem Reap was little more than a village when French explorers discovered
Angkor in the 19th century. With the return of Angkor to Cambodian,

Originally constructed as a Hindu temple dedicated
to the god Vishnu for the Khmer Empire, it was gradually transformed into
a Buddhist temple towards the end of the 12th century.

It is said that it was at Phnom Kulen
that King Jayavarman II proclaimed Cambodia’s independence from Java,
birthing the Khmer empire. Besides the waterfall at the top of the mountain,
it’s home to sacred temples including Thousand Lingas at Kbal Spean and
Preah Ang Thom pagoda with its giant reclining Buddha.
